In its sixth year of existence, the DMF continues to evolve as an institution that works for the inclusive

growth of people in the mining areas. 839 projects were carried out under different sectors such as

drinking water, health, education, etc. with the aim of transforming the district. In the year 2A2l-22 total

funds received by the district was approx. I18.73 cr. with opening balance for the financial year starting

in202l-22 at approx. 81.2 cr. Approximately 95 cr. was spent on the various development activities in

the district. At the end of the financial year 2021-22 the account balance was 107.89 cr. 49oh of the total

sanctioned amount was for the upgradation of health infrastructure,30oh towards combating COMD, and

2lYo towards drinking water infrastructure.

DMF is focusing on the various facets of human developments and has focused on the basic

infrastructure. In the context of education, various activities were carried out to improve the educational

infrastructure. To improve healthcare facilities in the district, the health centers in the district were

provided with improved sanitation and drinking water facilities along with establishment of Special New

Born Care Unit. Further, the electricity supply to the blood bank was provided. To increase Iivelihood

opportunities, installation of RFF and fish cultivation were carried out. In the welfare of women and

children sector, AWCs are being developed into model anganwadis.

Following are the projects/work done in the district:

1. Construction of pipelines and water towers to ensure proper supply of the drinking waterin the

district.

2. Development and construction of Anganwadi's to ensure the welfare of women and children.

3. Strengthening the basic infrastructure facilities in the district.

Going forward various activities are planned. Below are the areas of focus:

In education, developmant of sports infrastructure through developrnent of playgrounds, stadiums labs
have been planned. For the welfare of womEn & children, the establlishment of creche centers have been
planned. In the health sector, doctors will be recruited; equipment shall be purchased for the district
hospital, PHCs and HSCs.

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What is DMFT

District Mineral Foundations (DMF) are statutory bodies established by the State Governments by

notification. They derive their legal status from section 9B of Mines and Minerals (Development and

Regulation) Act, 1957 as amended on 26th March, 2015 as Mines and Minerals (Development and

Regulation) Amendment Act, 2015. This amendment came into force from 12th January, 2015. Each DMF

is a trust established in the mining affected districts across the coun@.

The objective of DMF is to work for the interest of the persons and areas affected by mining related

operations in such marmer as may be prescribed by the State Government, from time to time.

Mission

The mission of the District Mineral Foundation (DMF) Trust is to "work for the welfare and development

of mining affected communities".

Vision

The vision of the District Mineral Foundation (DMF) Trust is to "alleviate the adverse impacts of mining on

communities and environment, and create sustainable development opportunities for current and future

generations".

Functions of the TRUST

The DMF Trust is responsible for:

a) The implementation of various welfare and developmental projects in mining affected areas.

b) Minimizing/mitigating the adverse impacts, during and after mining, on the environmenf health and

socio-economic status of the people in mining areas.

c) Ensuring long term sustainable livelihoods for the affected people in mining areas.

It undertakes the following activities for this purpose:

a) Receives, maintains, manages, releases and utilizes the funds accrued.

b) Plans, identifies, designs and undertakes suitable welfare and developmental projects, following due

procedure.

c) Monitors and coordinates with various executing agencies at field level for successfi,rl implementation of
projects taken up.

d) Ensures convergence with ongoing/existing schemes/projects of State and Central Govenrment-

e) Identifies and promotes innovative solutions.

f) Ensures regular and swift redressal of grievances.

g) Coordinates with Planning and Convergence Department (GoO) and Steel and Mines Department

(Goo).

h) Any other work entrusted.

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About Pradhan Mantri Khanij Kshetra Kalyan Yojna (PMKKKY)

Pradhan Mantri KhanU Kshetra Kalyan Yojana (PMKKKY) is a programme launched on 17 September 2Al5

to provide for the welfare of areas and people affected by mining related operations. PMKKKY is

implemented by the District Mineral Foundations @MFs) of the respective districts usrng the funds accruing

to the DMF from mines. (Khanij means Mineral and Kshetra means area or field in Hindi. Kalyan stands for

welfare and Yojana stands for a Plan or project). The Pradhan Mantri Khanij Kshetra Kalyan Yojana

(PMKKKD will be implemented by &e District Mineral Foundations (DMFs) of the respective districts using

the funds accruing to the DMF.

Objectives of PMKKKY

The overall objective of PMKKKY scheme will be:

(a) to implement various dwelopmental and welfare projects/programs in mining affected areas, and these

projects/programs will be complementing the existing ongoing schemeslprojects of State and Central

Government

(b) to minimize/mitigate the adverse impacts, druing and after mining, on the environment, health and socio-

economics of people in mining districts

(c) to ensure long-term sustainable livelihoods for the affected people in mining areas.

Governance & Management of DMFT

MMDR Amendment 2015 requires State Govemments to establish District Mineral Foundation (DMF) as

per section 98, that will be used for development of mining affected people and the areas. All DMFs shall

also implement Pradhan Mantri Khanij Kshetra Kalyan Yojana (PMKKKY) notified on 16 September 2015.

Accordingly, Government of Jharkhand issued a notification for constitution of DMF Trust in each district

of Jharkhand on 24 November 2015 along with the details of the Governing Council and Managing

Committees (Gazette No. 854 dated 07 December 2015). Furtheq Jharkhand District Mineral Foundation

(Trust) Rules, 2016 was notified on 22 March z0rc (Gazette No. 218 dated 23 Mar 2016) and they were

extended for minor minerals, too, on 13 January 2017. (Gazette No 109 dated 27 lan20l7).

For

the purpose of this sub-ruIe, for distributing monetary benefits priorities is given to those living below

poverty line, orphans, widows, single mothers, physically challenged persons, senior citizens, etc.

Undertaking such other activities as are in furtherance of the objective of the Trust, and as per the

provisions laid in the guidelines of PMKKKY.

Appointing officers to run the Trust and auditors; however, these appointments require ratification by

the Governing Council;

Governing Council

The functions of the Goveming Council are as follows:

Laying down the broad policy framework for the functioning of Trust and reviewing its workrng from
time to time.

Drawing up and approving of Annual Action Plan and the Annual Budget for Trust. The Annual Action
plan is prepared and approved by the Goveming Council at least one month before commencement of
the year. The Annual Action Plan contains the list of schemes and projects with the tentative provisions

Departments and blocks in coordination with Grarn Sabhas have also decided number of schemes to be

taken up in different sectors of health, education, sanitation, environment conservation and beautification etc.

in the areas impacted by mining operations of Ramgarh.

For the FY 2022-23, in the education sector, the district administration plans to renovate the KGBVs in
Ramgarh and Patratu blocks. For skill developmen! establishment of Garment factory and training of SHG
women will be undertaken. Furthermore, skilling of youth in the field of solar energy will be undertaken to
encourage youth for entrepreneurship to generate livelihood. The district administration will also supply
essential items and ANC kits to the AWCs. To generate livelihood, a goat co-operative bank will be

established in the district. In the health sector, the facilities at the district hospital will be further upgraded to
ensure that the highest standards are met with regards to healthcare. Further, the PHCs, CHCs and HSCs will
be renovated. Other than prirnary health, nutrition also is an important part of overall development, in this
regard Malnutrition Treatment Van will be used to treat the undernourished women and children. To meet the

manpower needs in the district, doctors and paramilitary staffshall be recruited.

In coming years, DMFT will make the planning process more participative and bottom-up through usage of
Participatory Rural Appraisal (PRA) tools and need analysis. This will help in attainment of the objective of
DMFT and PMKKKY in letter as well as spirit in these mining affected regions.
