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1. Executive Summary

In its seventh year of existence, the DMF continues to evolve as an institution that works for the inclusive
growth of people in the mining areas. 931 projects were carried out under different sectors such as
drinking water, health, education, etc. with the aim of transforming the district. In the year 2022-23 total
funds received by the district was approx. 199.07 cr. with opening balance for the financial year starting
in 2022-23 at approx. 107.89 cr. Approximately 65.14 cr. was spent on the various development
activities in the district. At the end of the financial year 2022-23 the account balance was 246.29 cr.
55.80% of the total sanctioned amount was for the construction of Civic amenities infrastructure, 27.12%
towards upgradation of education infrastructure, and 17.88% for other high priority sector (like- Skill
development, Welfare of women & child 3.65%, Health 2.47%( Malnutrition Treatment Van) &
Drinking water supply 0.68%).

DMF is focusing on the various facets of human developments and has focused on the basic
infrastructure. In the context of education, various activities were carried out to improve the educational
infrastructure. To improve healthcare facilities in the district, the health centers in the district were
provided with improved drinking water facilities. Livelihood opportunities were strengthen by
implementing Fish cage culture and cluster approach organic farming (in six cluster of all blocks). In the
welfare of women and children sector, Anganwadi are being renovated (Store room, Kitchen, hall &
verandah with tiles flooring) and Growth Monitoring Device has been supplied for Growth Monitoring of
children.

Following are the projects/work done in the district:

Construction of Civic amenities infrastructure in the district.

Construction of boundary wall in the schools in the district.
Strengthening the livelihood opportunity in the district.
Development and construction of Anganwadi to ensure the welfare of women and children.

Strengthening health domain by screening, identification and treatment of acute malnutrition.

Going forward various activities are planned. Below are the areas of focus:

In education, development of education infrastructure through development of additional class room,
Kitchen shed with store room and high yield drill tube (HYDT) for ensuring water supply has been
planned. For drinking water availability in villages and other govt. entities HYDT has been planned. For
the welfare of women & children, Construction of Anganwadi’s boundary wall and their upgradation
has been Elanned. Inthe health sector, Modular Operation Theater, supply of medical equipment and
medicine has been planned.

These projects/programs will complement the existing/ongoing schemes/projects of State and Central
Government to meet the following objectives: (a) to minimize/mitigate the adverse impacts, during and
after mining, on the environment, health and socio-economics of people in mining districts; and (b) to
ensure long term sustainable livelihoods for the affected people in mining areas.

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What is DMFT

District Mineral Foundations (DMF) are statutory bodies established by the State Governments by
notification. They derive their legal status from section 9B of Mines and Minerals (Development and
Regulation) Act, 1957 as amended on 26th March, 2015 as Mines and Minerals (Development and
Regulation) Amendment Act, 2015. This amendment came into force from 12th January, 2015. Each DMF
is a trust established in the mining affected districts across the country.

The objective of DMF is to work for the interest of the persons and arcas affected by mining related
operations in such manner as may be prescribed by the State Government, from time to time.

Mission

The mission of the District Mineral Foundation (DMF) Trust is to “work for the welfare and development
of mining affected communities”.

Vision

The vision of the District Mineral Foundation (DMF) Trust is to “alleviate the adverse impacts of mining on
communities and environment, and create sustainable development opportunities for current and future
generations™.

Functions of the TRUST

The DMF Trust is responsible for:

a) The implementation of various welfare and developmental projects in mining affected areas.

b) Minimizing/mitigating the adverse impacts, during and after mining, on the environment, health and
socio-economic status of the people in mining areas.

¢) Ensuring long term sustainable livelihoods for the affected people in mining areas.

It undertakes the following activities for this purpose:

a) Receives, maintains, manages, releases and utilizes the funds accrued.

b) Plans, identifies, designs and undertakes suitable welfare and developmental projects, following due
procedure.

¢) Monitors and coordinates with various executing agencies at field level for successful implementation of
projects taken up.

d) Ensures convergence with ongoing/existing schemes/projects of State and Central Government.

e) Identifies and promotes innovative solutions.

f) Ensures regular and swift redressal of grievances.

g) Coordinates with Planning and Convergence Department (GoO) and Stecl and Mines Department

(GoO).

h) Any other work entrusted.



About Pradhan Mantri Khanij Kshetra Kalyan Yojna (PMKKKY)

Pradhan Mantri Khanij Kshetra Kalyan Yojana (PMKKKY) is a programme launched on 17 September 2015
to provide for the welfare of areas and people affected by mining related operations. PMKKKY is
implemented by the District Mineral Foundations (DMFs) of the respective districts using the funds accruing
to the DMF from mines. (Khanij means Mineral and Kshetra means area or field in Hindi. Kalyan stands for
welfare and Yojana stands for a Plan or project). The Pradhan Mantri Khanij Kshetra Kalyan Yojana
(PMKKKY) will be implemented by the District Mineral Foundations (DMFs) of the respective districts using
the funds accruing to the DMF.

Objectives of PMKKKY

The overall objective of PMKKKY scheme will be:

(a) to implement various developmental and welfare projects/programs in mining affected areas, and these
projects/programs will be complementing the existing ongoing schemes/projects of State and Central
Government

(b) to minimize/mitigate the adverse impacts, during and after mining, on the environment, health and socio-
economics of people in mining districts

(¢) to ensure long-term sustainable livelihoods for the affected people in mining areas.

Governance & Management of DMFT

MMDR Amendment 2015 requires State Governments to establish District Mineral Foundation (DMF) as
per section 9B, that will be used for development of mining affected people and the areas. All DMFs shall
also implement Pradhan Mantri Khanij Kshetra Kalyan Yojana (PMKKKY) notified on 16 September 2015,
Accordingly, Government of Jharkhand issued a notification for constitution of DMF Trust in each district
of Jharkhand on 24 November 2015 along with the details of the Governing Council and Managing
Committees (Gazette No. 854 dated 07 December 2015). Further, Jharkhand District Mineral Foundation
(Trust) Rules, 2016 was notified on 22 March 2016 (Gazette No. 218 dated 23 Mar 2016) and they were
Extended for minor minerals, too, on 13 January 2017. (Gazette No 109 dated 27 Jan 2017).

Managing Committee

The Management of the Trust vests in a Governing Council, which consists of all the members of the Trust.
However, the day-to-day management of the Trust is be managed by a Managing Committee.

The Managing Committee is responsible for —

e  Coordinating, consolidating and developing the annual plan of the Trust as per the provisions laid in
the guidelines of Pradhan Mantri Khanij Kshetra Kalyan Yojana (PMKKKY).

e  Approving the lists of work under Priority and other priority areas beneficiaries as identified by the
committee;

e Distributing monetary benefits through bank transfer to the beneficiaries under extreme cases on
approval of the Governing Council. Explanation: Families displaced by very old mines and resettled
in a different village, as identified under Rule 12(3)(c)(ii), is not to be considered as beneficiary. For
the purpose of this sub-rule, for distributing monetary benefits priorities is given to those living below
poverty line, orphans, widows, single mothers, physically challenged persons, senior citizens, etc.

e  Undertaking such other activities as are in furtherance of the objective of the Trust, and as per the
provisions laid in the guidelines of PMKKKY.

e  Appointing officers to run the Trust and auditors; however, these appointments require ratification by
the Governing Council;

Organizing meetings of the Trust;
e  Presenting audit reports for ratification to the Governing Council.

Governing Council
The functions of the Governing Council are as follows:

e Laying down the broad policy framework for the functioning of Trust and reviewing its working from
time to time.

e Drawing up and approving of Annual Action Plan and the Annual Budget for Trust. The Annual Action
plan is prepared and approved by the Governing Council at least one month before commencement of
the year. The Annual Action Plan contains the list of schemes and projects with the tentative provisions
thereof. Provided that if for any reason whatsoever, the Governing Council does not prepare and accord
approval to the Annual Plan and the Budget within the specified time, the Chairman shall have Annual
Action Plan and the Budget of the Trust prepared to approve the same. The Budget so prepared shall be
deemed to have been duly prepared and approved by the Governing Council. Provided also that while
preparing the annual plan for the next financial year, the sum total of the past commitment and
liabilities spilling over shall be assessed. To maintain financial discipline and timely completion of
praject, the sum total of the past liabilities and commitments and the new schemes being proposed
should not in any case exceed three times the expected inflows for the next financial year.

® Approving such other expenditure, in furtherance of the objects of the Trust from the available Trust
Fund in such manner as may be prescribed by the settlor.

® Approving the recommendations of the Managing Committee;

® Approving the annual reports and audited accounts of the Trust within 60 days of the close of the
previous year;

The Gram Sabha in
consultation with the Mukhiya / Up-mukhiya has to identify works to be carried out under priority and other
priority areas. The Managing Committee does not have any overriding power on selection or approval of the
schemes.

Total 102 schemes have been taken under the DMF in the FY 2022-23, where 55.80% of the total schemes
wherein infrastructure development vertical, 27.12% in the education, 10.28% in the Skill development,
3.65 in the welfare of women and child sector, 2.47% in the Health and 0.68 in the drinking water supply
sector were taken up in the FY 2022-23.

Minimum 10% of
students must qualify for JEE/NEET.

Outcomes:

Seven students have cleared JEE Mains-2024 held on 24 Jan - 1 Feb, 2024 out of Fifty students. The students
are Sulendra Besra, Sumi Kumar, Pankaj Karmali, Priya Verma, Uditya Raj Pandey, Deepanshu Kumar &
Sumit Chandrawanshi. While another fifty students will appear for NEET exams which is scheduled from 1st
week of May 2024.



Malnutrition Treatment Van (Swasthya Samriddhi Van)

Summary:

To improve the healthcare facilities in the district, the district administration of Ramgarh in consultation with
the Health Department and Social Welfare Department has started a mobile malnutrition treatment van in a
bid to ensure better treatment of children suffering from poor nutrition in the district. The project was
launched as a part of the State’s long-term goal of making Jharkhand “Malnutrition-Free™ an innovative
initiative to identify malnourished children in the district and provide them with a balanced and nutritious
diet and specialized care with the help of SWASTHYA SAMRIDHI VAHAN (Mobile Health and Nutrition
Van). The aim of this Vehicle is to spread awareness among the people of the district about malnutrition and
bring an end to malnutrition in the district.

Problem statement:

As per the NFHS data 2015-16 for Ramgarh district, around 38.7 per cent of the total children
population was stunted, 48.6 percent of the children population has been in the underweight
category, 30.3 per cent of the children’s populations were Moderately Acute Malnourished and
around 9.9 per cent of the children population was Severely Acute Malnourished. Jharkhand has the
highest percentage of children suffering from malnutrition and Ramgarh is on list. The challenge
was to create an economically viable, scalable, and sustainable solution and provide the service of a
Malnutrition Treatment Centre right at the doorstep, even in the remotest corner of the district,
officials said. To address the issue and reduce its number from the current prevalence of 10-15% by
the year 2024, the government has launched the pilot project in Chhatra and hence being replicated
in Ramgarh. Due to insufficient number of beds at the Malnourishment Treatment Centres. The Van
is serving as a temporary setup to cure malnourishment cases at a given location which can then be
moved to another location after treatment as per demand. This kind of set-up employs fewer
resources and the reach increases by three-folds.

Objectives:
The following are the objectives of the project:

I) Malnourished children, who are non-medically complicated and require an urgent care to
improve the nutritional status.

2) Patients (of any age group) who require consultation & treatment from practitioners and




specialists sifting far away through audio-video conferencing.

Most interventions by various civil society organizations and the government focus on mild and
moderate malnutrition by a preventive approach. Countrywide, a district level care centre —
SAM cases in the community, low bed occupancy rate has been witnessed in the NRCs.
According to NRC staff and the community; distance of NRC from their home and weak NRC
referral system have been the leading causes of low bed occupancy.

Considering the existing challenges, a Swasthya Samriddhi Van has been conceptualized
consisting of a telemedicine centre and all necessary infrastructure, diagnostic equipment for
treating malnourished cases.

Project details:

The project aimed at screening, identification and treatment of Severe acute Malnufrition
for improving health indicators of the nutritional deficiency found in child of age group 3-
6 years across Ramgarh district specially in Patratu block where SAM cases are highest in
the district more than national average.

Outcomes:
Malnutrition Treatment Van (Swasthya Samriddhi Van) aims to curb the:

1. Severe Acute Malnourished/Severe Underweight (SAM) prevalence by 3% in first
year and 5 % in second year from its current prevalence.

Approx. 8000 people will be benefitted by the Telemedicine services. Van has moved
to 3 Panchayat namely Patratu, Koto and Palu and screened over 229 Children and
237 combined in Koto and Palu respectively with 39 Severe underweight in Patratu
and 85 in Koto & Palu. While 162 patients were benefited by Telemedicine facility at
Patratu and 439 Patients were benefited at Koto and Palu.

Way Forward

The Ramgarh District Administration as per the PMKKKY guidelines, allocated an amount of 62,00,99,667.00
from the DMFT to uplift the mining affected populace for the year 2022-23. Out of the total sanctioned
amount 44.20% was allocated towards the high priority sectors of Education, Welfare of women and child,
Skill development, drinking water and health.

Looking forward various activities and projects have been planned to improve the conditions in the mining
areas. Departments and blocks in coordination with Gram Sabhas have also decided number of schemes to be
taken up in different sectors of Education, Welfare of women and child, Skill development, drinking water and
health and beautification etc. in the areas impacted by mining operations of Ramgarh.

For the FY 2022-23, in the education sector, the district administration plans to construct the boundary wall of
schools in Ramgarh district. To improve healthcare facilities in the district, the health centers in the district
were provided with improved drinking water facilities. Livelihood opportunities were strengthen by
implementing Fish cage culture and cluster approach organic farming (in six cluster of all blocks). In the
welfare of women and children sector, Anganwadi are being renovated (Store room, Kitchen, hall & verandah
with tiles flooring) and Growth Monitoring Device has been supplied for Growth Monitoring of children.

In coming years, DMFT will make the planning process more participative and bottom-up through usage of
Participatory Rural Appraisal (PRA) tools and need analysis. This will help in attainment of the objective of
DMFT and PMKKKY in letter as well as spirit in these mining affected regions.
